EDITORDEN

Degerli okurlarimiz, Niyaz Dergisi’nin yeni sayisi ile karsimnizda olmanin mutlulugunu
yasiyor, sizleri saygiyla selamliyoruz. Bu sayida da editoér kurulunun emek ve katkilariyla
dergimizin akademik teamiillere uygun bi¢imde hazirlanmasi ve nitelikli dizinlerde yer alma
hedefi dogrultusunda yogun ve titiz bir ¢alisma siireci yiiriitiilmiis; bu kapsamda ¢ok sayida
toplant1 ve goriisme gergeklestirilmistir. Dergimizin ikinci sayisinin hazirlik siireci boyunca
hakemler Ozveriliyle calisarak Onemli destek sunmustur. Bu vesileyle hakemlerimize,
yazarlarimiza ve siirecin her asamasinda emegi gecen dergi ¢alisanlarina icten tesekkiirlerimizi
sunariz.

Aylar siiren titiz ve yogun bir hazirlik siirecinin ardindan NIYAZ Dergisi’nin Bahar 2026
sayist yayima hazir hale getirilmistir. Bu sayimizda, 6zgiin arastirma makalelerinin yan1 sira
kitap tanitimlaria ve Alevi-Bektasi Kiiltiir ve Cemevi Bagkanlig1 tarafindan gerceklestirilen
bilimsel etkinliklere de yer verilmistir.

Dergimizin ikinci sayisinin ilk aragtirma makalesi, Caner Isik ile Bircan Kayacan tarafindan
kaleme alinan “Alevi ve Bektasi Asiklik Gelenegi” adli ¢alismadir. Makale, Alevi ve Bektasi
asiklik gelenegine iliskin mevcut literatiirde yeterince ele alinmamis meseleleri tartismaya
acmasi ve yapilmis ¢aligmalarda eksik birakilan tarihsel ve kiiltlirel boyutlart merkeze almast
agisindan onem tasimaktadir. Yazarlar; “Alevi ve Bektasi Asiklik Gelenegi”ni yalnizca
edebi bir iiretim bi¢imi olarak degil, ayn1 zamanda inangsal, toplumsal ve tarihsel bir yap1
icerisinde ele almaktadir. Asiklik geleneginin XVI. yiizyilda kurumsal bir kimlik kazanmasina
ragmen, kokenlerinin Batini tekke ¢evrelerinde gelisen heterodoks inang yapisina dayandigi
belirtilmektedir. Bu baglamda gelenek, kam/saman-baksi geleneginden ozan tipine, oradan
dervis-asiga ve kent merkezli asikliga uzanan tarihsel bir seyir icerisinde degerlendirilmekte;
farkli kiiltiirel ve inangsal unsurlari biinyesinde barindiran ¢ok katmanli bir yap1 olarak ele
alinmaktadir. Makale, asiklik gelenegini; kutsal bilginin aktariminin saglandigi, ahlaki normlarin
yeniden iretildigi ve deyisler ile nefesler araciligiyla kolektif hafizanin kusaktan kusaga
tagindigi onemli bir kiiltiirel alan olarak konumlandirmaktadir. Bu yoniiyle ¢alisma, asiklik
geleneginin toplumsal mesruiyetin insast ve kiiltiirel bellegin siirekliliginin saglanmasinda
ustlendigi islevleri goriiniir kilarak Alevi-Bektasi literatiiriine 6nemli katkilar sunmaktadir.

Dergimize katki sunan bir diger calisma, Biilent Kara tarafindan kaleme alinmustir. “Alevi
Yoksullagsmasinda Temel Goriiniim: Bir Toplumsal Sorgulama” baslikli, kapsamli ve ¢ok
yonlii nitelik tastyan bu calismanin birinci boliimii, dergimizin bu sayisinda okuyucularla
bulugmaktadir. Kara’nin c¢alismasmin temel amaci, Aleviligin yoksullasma siireclerinin
toplumsal yasamin hangi alanlarinda ve hangi bigimlerde ortaya g¢iktigini incelemektir.
Modernlesme siireciyle birlikte Aleviligin tarihsel, sosyokiiltiirel ve dini yapist 6nemli lglide
doniisiime ugramistir. Bu siirecin Alevi toplumunda ortaya ¢ikardig: toplumsal doniisiimler ve
kimlik sorunlari, ¢aligmada yoksullasma kavrami ¢er¢evesinde incelenmis; arastirma tarama
modeli kullanilarak biitiinciil ve sistematik bir yaklasimla ger¢eklestirilmistir. Alevi-Bektasi
alan yazinina 6nemli katkilar sunacagini disiindiiglimiiz bu ¢alismanin ikinci kisminin da
dergimizin sonraki sayilarinda yayimlanmasini umuyoruz.
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Ali Tanrtverdi tarafindan kaleme alman “Alevilik ve Bektasilikte ‘Riza(lik) ve Razi(lik)’
Kavraminin Anlam Diinyasi” adli ¢alismada, Alevi-Bektasi inang ve diisiince diinyasinda hem
zahirf hem de batini boyutlariyla merkezi bir konumda olan riza(lik) ve razi(lik) kavramlari
ele alimmistir. Calismada, s6z konusu kavramlarin tasidigi anlam diinyasi, igeriden bir bakig
acistyla yorumlanmaya ¢alisilmistir.

Esen Poyraz’a ait makalemiz ise “Bektasi Kimliginin Macar Sahne Sanatlarindaki
Yansimast: Jend Huszka’nin Giil Baba Opereti” ismini tasimaktadir. Giil Baba figiirli ve onun
etrafinda gelisen anlatilar, Tiirk ve Macar kiiltiirleri arasindaki tarihsel ve kiiltiirel etkilesimin
onemli bir kesigim alanini olugturmaktadir. Makalede, Giil Baba merkezli Giil Baba opereti,
sahne sanatlar1 baglaminda analiz edilmekte ve tarihsel, kiiltiirel ve sembolik yonleriyle ele
alinmaktadir. Calisma, ayrica eserin farklt donemlerde yeniden yorumlanmasi tizerinden Giil
Baba figiiriiniin kiiltiirleraras: diyalog ve hosgorii temelli bir temsil diizlemine nasil ve ne
sekilde doniistiigiinii de ortaya koymaktadir.

Kivileim Polat tarafindan kaleme alinan “Cem Dilinde Kavramsal Evren” baslikli ¢alisma,
dergimizin bu sayisinda yer bulan makalelerden bir digeridir. Aragtirmada, Alevi-Bektasi
inang sisteminin temel icra alan1 olan cemlerde kullanilan dilin kavramsal ve metaforik yapisi,
baglam merkezli bir yaklasim ve saha verileri temelinde incelenmekte; s6z konusu dilin,
kolektif yapinin siirekliligini saglayan biitiinlestirici bir islev iistlendigi ortaya konulmaktadir.

Anil Durdu tarafindan yazilan “Kilicin Golgesi: Hatdyi Siirinde Ziilfikar’in Sureti”
makalemizde ise Hatayl siirinde Ziilfikar imgesinin anlam diinyasinin ortaya konulmast
amaclanmis ve s6z konusu imgenin ¢esitli metaforlar araciligiyla kurdugu sembolik ve inangsal
diizlem analiz edilmistir.

Son calismamiz olan “Kentlesme Siirecinde Cem Ibadetinde Semah Hizmeti: Gaziantep
Cemevleri Uzerine Bir Alan Arastirmasi” adli yazimiz ise Firdes Nehir Tung’a aittir.
Calisma, Alevi-Bektasi inang sisteminde semahin kentlesme siirecinde gegirdigi doniistimi
Gaziantep’teki iki cemevi 6rnegi ilizerinden incelemektedir. Arastirmanin bulgulari, semahin
kent ortaminda cem ibadetinin temel ve birlestirici bir unsuru olarak varligimn stirdiirdiigiini;
bununla birlikte kentlesme ve toplumsal degisim siireclerinin etkisiyle icra bic¢imi, siiresi ve
erkan uygulamalarinda belirli farklilagsmalarin ortaya ¢iktigini ortaya koymaktadir.

Dergimizin Yayin Degerlendirme bdliimiinde Hasan Cusa, Bekir Yildiz’mm “Kerbela”
romanini ele almis; Fatos Yalginkaya ise Cem Erdem’in “Alevilik Egitimi: Evrensel Ilkeler ve
Pedagojik Modeller” adli eserini incelemistir.

NIYAZ Alevilik-Bektasilik Calismalar1 Dergisi’nin bu ikinci sayisinda yayimladigimz her
bir makale ve incelemenin, toplumsal hafizanin korunmasi ve kiiltiirel siirekliligin bilimsel bir
zeminde tahkim edilmesi noktasinda kiymetli birer bagvuru kaynagi olacagina dair inancimiz
tamdir. Bu akademik yolculukta bizlere eslik eden tiim paydaslarimiza tesekkiir eder, dergimizin
bilim diinyasina ve tiim okurlarimiza hayirlt olmasini dileriz.

FROM THE EDITOR

Dear Readers, we are pleased to present to you the new issue of NIYAZ Journal, and we
respectfully extend our greetings to you. In this issue, as in the previous one, an intensive and
meticulous process has been undertaken through the efforts and contributions of the Editorial
Board to ensure that our journal is prepared in accordance with academic standards and in
pursuit of its goal of being included in reputable indexes. In this regard, numerous meetings and
consultations have been carried out. Throughout the preparation process of the second issue
of our journal, our reviewers have offered invaluable support through their devoted work. We
would therefore like to express our sincere gratitude to our reviewers, authors, and all members
of the journal team who contributed to every stage of this process.

After several months of meticulous and intensive preparation, the Spring 2026 issue of
NIYAZ Journal is now ready for publication. In this issue, alongside original research articles,
we also included book reviews.

The first research article in the second issue of our journal is titled “The Alevi and Bektashi
Asiklik Tradition”, authored by Caner Isik and Bircan Kayacan. The article is significant in that
it opens to discussion issues concerning the Alevi and Bektashi dsiklik (minstrel-poet tradition)
tradition that have not been sufficiently addressed in the existing literature, while placing at its
center the historical and cultural dimensions that have remained underexamined in previous
studies. The authors approach the “Alevi and Bektashi Asiklik Tradition” not merely as a form
of literary production, but also within a religious, social, and historical structure. Although
the asiklik tradition acquired an institutional identity in the sixteenth century, the article
states that its origins are rooted in the heterodox belief structure that developed within Bdtini
Tekke (esoteric Sufi lodge milieus) circles. In this context, the tradition is examined within a
historical trajectory extending from the kam/saman-baksi tradition (shamanic ritual-specialist
and bardic tradition) to the figure of the ozan (bard-poet), and from there to the dervish-dsik
(dervish-minstrel) and urban-centered dsiklik. It is thus treated as a multilayered structure
encompassing diverse cultural and religious elements. The article positions the asiklik tradition
as a significant cultural field through which sacred knowledge is transmitted, moral norms
are reproduced, and collective memory is carried from generation to generation by means
of deyis (sacred lyrical utterances or hymns) and nefes (devotional hymns). In this respect,
the study makes an important contribution to Alevi-Bektashi scholarship by rendering visible
the functions assumed by the dsiklik tradition in the construction of social legitimacy and in
ensuring the continuity of cultural memory.

Another study contributing to our journal has been authored by Biilent Kara. The first
part of this comprehensive and multidimensional study, titled “The Basic Manifestation of
Alevi Impoverishment: A Social Inquiry”, appears in the present issue of our journal. The
main aim of Kara's study is to examine in which areas of social life, and in what forms, the
processes of impoverishment within Alevism have emerged. With the process of modernization,
the historical, sociocultural, and religious structure of Alevism has undergone a significant
transformation. The social transformations and identity-related issues that this process has
generated within Alevi society are examined in the study within the framework of the concept of
impoverishment. The research has been conducted through a holistic and systematic approach,
employing the survey model. We believe that this study will make significant contributions to
the Alevi-Bektashi literature, and we hope that its second part will also be published in the
forthcoming issues of our journal.
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The study titled “The Semantic World of the Concepts of Riza/lik and Razi/lik in Alevism
and Bektashism”, authored by Ali Tanrwerdi, examines the concepts of riza(lik) (consent,
assent, and spiritual approval) and razi(lik) (being content, consenting, and being spiritually
reconciled), which occupy a central position in the Alevi-Bektashi world of belief and thought
in both their zahiri (exoteric/apparent) and bdtini (esoteric/inner) dimensions. The study seeks
to interpret the semantic universe carried by these concepts from an insiders perspective.

The article by Esen Poyraz is titled “The Reflection of Bektashi Identity in Hungarian
Performing Arts: Jend Huszka's Giil Baba Operetta”. The figure of Giil Baba and the narratives
that developed around him constitute an important point of intersection in the historical and
cultural interaction between Turkish and Hungarian cultures. In the article, the Giil Baba
operetta, centered on the figure of Giil Baba, is analyzed within the context of the performing
arts and examined in terms of its historical, cultural, and symbolic dimensions. The study also
demonstrates how, through the reinterpretation of the work in different periods, the figure of
Giil Baba was transformed into a representational sphere grounded in intercultural dialogue
and tolerance.

The study titled “The Conceptual Universe in the Language of Cem”, authored by Kivilcim
Polat, is another article featured in this issue of our journal. Based on a context-centered
approach and field data, the study examines the conceptual and metaphorical structure of the
language used in cem (communal ritual gatherings in Alevism), which constitutes the principal
performative sphere of the Alevi-Bektashi belief system. It further demonstrates that this
language assumes an integrative function that ensures the continuity of the collective structure.

The article “The Shadow of the Sword: The Image of Ziilfikar in Hatdyi's Poetry”, authored

by Anmil Durdu, aims to reveal the semantic world of the image of Ziilfikar in Hatdyi's poetry and
analyzes the symbolic and religious plane established by this image through various metaphors.

The final article in this issue, titled “The Semah Service in Cem Worship in the Process
of Urbanization: A Field Study on Cemevis in Gaziantep”, is authored by Firdes Nehir Tung.
The study examines the transformation that semah (a ritual movement/dance performed within
Alevi-Bektashi worship) has undergone in the Alevi-Bektashi belief system during the process
of urbanization, based on the cases of two cemevis in Gaziantep. The findings of the research
reveal that semah continues to exist in the urban context as a fundamental and unifying element
of cem. At the same time, they demonstrate that, under the influence of urbanization and
processes of social change, certain differentiations have emerged in its mode of performance,
duration, and erkdn (ritual order and spiritual etiquette) practices.

In the Publication Review section of our journal, Hasan Cusa discusses Bekir Yildiz's novel
Kerbela, while Fatos Yal¢inkaya reviews Cem Erdem’s work titled Alevilik Egitimi: Evrensel
Ilkeler ve Pedagojik Modeller (Alevi Education: Universal Principles and Pedagogical
Models).

We firmly believe that each article and review published in this second issue of NIYAZ —
Journal of Alevi-Bektashi Studies will serve as a valuable reference source for the preservation
of social memory and the strengthening of cultural continuity on a scholarly foundation.
We extend our gratitude to all our stakeholders who have accompanied us on this academic
Jjourney, and we hope that this issue will prove beneficial to the scholarly community and to all
our readers.
